Classroom Expectations:





Students are to be at their assigned modules when the bell rings. Tardiness is cause for an assigned lunch detention, as outlined in the student policy handbook.





Students are expected to work independently with their partner in completing their module within a 10-day rotation.  





When students are finished with all assigned work at their module, they are to inform the teacher and receive their final grades at the module.  If a score of 80% or better is achieved, an enrichment will be made available.   If a score of less than 80% results, the student will be asked to complete challenge exercises for extra credit, if time allows.
